The warranty will be voided if the unit is not
installed by professionals.

If abnormal situation arises (like burning
smell), turn off the power supply and call
your dealer for instructions to avoid electric
shock, fire or injury.

DO NOT  let the indoor unit or the remote
control get wet. It may cause electric shock
or fire.

DO NOT  insert fingers, rods or other
objects into the air inlet or outlet. This may
cause injury, since the fan may be rotating
at high speeds.

DO NOT use a flammable spray such as
hair spray, lacquer or paint near the unit.

This may cause fire or combustion.

DO NOT touch the air outlet while the swing
flap is in motion. Fingers might get caught
or the unit may break down.

DO NOT inspect the unit by yourself. Ask an
authorized dealer to perform the inspection.
To prevent product deterioration, do not use
the air conditioner for preservation purposes
(storage of food, plants, animals, works of
art, etc.).

DO NOT touch the evaporator coils inside
the indoor unit. The evaporator coils are
sharp and may cause injury.

Condensation can occur at a relative
humidity of 80%.

- DO NOT  expose heat-producing appliances

to cold air or place them under the indoor
unit. This may cause incomplete combustion
or deformation of the unit due to the heat.
After long periods of usage, check the
indoor unit to see if anything is damaged.

If the indoor unit is damaged, it may fall and
cause injury.

If the air conditioner is used together with
other heating devices, thoroughly ventilate
the room to avoid oxygen deficiency.

DO NOT climb onto or place objects on top
of the outdoor unit.

DO NQT operate the air conditioner when
using fumigant insecticides. The chemicals
may become layered with the unit and
endanger those who are hypersensitive to
chemicals.

DO NOT  let children play with the air
conditioner.

The air conditioner can be used by children aged
8 years and older and people with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack
of experience and knowledge, if they have been
given instruction on how to properly and safely
operate the system.

DO NOT _operate the air conditioner in a wet
room (e.g. bathroom or laundry room). This
can cause electrical shock and cause the
product to deteriorate.

(AUTO mode, AUTO fan, 24°C (76°F)).

This may cause inconsistencies on the remote
control and unit panel.

In case of power failure, the system will
immediately stop. When power returns, the
Operation light on the indoor unit will flash.
To restart the unit, press the ON/OFF button
on the remote control. If the system has an
auto restart function, the unit will restart using
the same settings.

Energy Saving Tips

Louver Angle Memory Function (Optional)

Some models are designed with a louver angle
memory function. When the unit restarts after

a power failure, the angle of the horizontal louvers
will automatically return to the previous position.
The angle of the horizontal louver should not be
set too small as condensation may form and drip
into the machine. To reset the louver, press the
manual button, which will reset the horizontal
louver settings.

Refrigerant Leak Detection System

DO NOT _ set the unit to excessive temperature levels.

How To Clean The Air Filter

The filter prevents dust and other particles from
entering the indoor unit. Dust buildup can reduce
the efficiency of the air conditioner. For optimum
efficiency, clean the air filter every two weeks or
more frequently if you live in a dusty area. Replace
the filter with a new one if it's heavily clogged and
unable to be cleaned.
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NOTE: Some models include an auto-lifting
panel function, which allows the grill to move

vertically and simplifies the filter cleaning process.

or washing it in warm water with mild
detergent.

Repairing Refrigerant Leaks

and flammable. DO NOT use the air
conditioner until the leak is repaired.

When the air conditioner is installed in a
small room, measures must be taken to
prevent the refrigerant concentration from
exceeding the safety limit in the event of
refrigerant leakage. Concentrated
refrigerant causes a severe health and safety
threat.

Common Problems

The following symptoms are not a malfunction and in most situations will not require repairs.

Problem Possible Causes

The unit has a 3-minute protection feature that prevents the unit from
overloading. The unit cannot be restarted within three minutes of being
turned off.

Cooling and Heating Models: If the Operation light and PRE-DEF (Pre-heating/
Defrost) indicators are lit up, the outdoor temperature is too cold and the unit’s
anti-cold wind is activated in order to defrost the unit.

In Cooling-only Models: If the “Fan Only” indicator is lit up, the outdoor
temperature is too cold and the unit’s anti-freeze protection is activated in
order to defrost the unit.

HEAT operation

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Setting the TIMER function

Your air conditioning unit has two

timer-related functions:

e TIMER ON- sets the amount of timer after
which the unit will automatically turn on.

e TIMER OFF- sets the amount of time after
which the unit will automatically turn off.

TIMER ON function

The TIMER ON function allows you to set
a period of time after which the unit will
automatically turn on, such as when you
come home from work.

1. Press the TIMER ON button. By
default, the last time period that you
setand an "h" (indicating hours)will
appear on the display.

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How To Use The Advanced Functions

SLEEP Function

The SLEEP function is used to decrease
energy use while you sleep (and don’t need
the same temperature settings to stay
comfortable). This function can only be
activated via remote control.

Note: The SLEEP function is not available
in FAN or DRY mode.

TURBO function

The TURBO function makes the unit work
extra hard to reach your present temperature
in the shortest amount of time possible.

e When you press the TURBO button in
COOL mode, the unit will blow cool air
with strongest wind setting to jump-start
the cooling process.

® When you press the TURBO button in
HEAT mode, for units with Electric heat
elements, the Electric Heater will activate
and jump-start the heating process.

SELF CLEAN function

Airborne bacteria can grow in the
moisture that condenses around heat
exchangers in the unit. With regular use,
most of this moisture is evaporated from
the unit. By pressing the SELF CLEAN
button, your unit will clean itself automa-
tically. The cleaning cycle takes 30
minutes, after which the unit will turn off
automatically. Pressing the SELF CLEAN
button mid-cycle will cancel the operation
and turn off the unit.

You can use SELF CLEAN as often as
you like.

Note: You can only activate this function
in COOL or DRY mode.
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SHORTCUT function

® Used to restore the current settings or
resume previous settings.

e Push this button when remote controller is
on, the system will automatically revert
back to the previous settings including
operating mode, setting temperature, fan
speed level and sleep feature (if activated).

e If pushing more than 2 seconds, the
system will automatically restore the
current operation settings including
operating mode, setting temperature, fan
speed level and sleep feature(if activated).

FOLLOW ME function

The FOLLOW ME function enables the
remote control to measure the temper-
ature at its current location. When using
AUTO, COOL, or HEAT functions,
measuring ambient temperature from
the remote control (instead of from the
indoor unit itself) will enable the air
conditioner to optimize the temperature

around you and ensure maximum comfort.

1. Press FOLLOW ME button to activate
function. The remote control will send
temperature signal to the indoor unit
every three minutes.

2. Press FOLLOW ME button again to
turn off this function.

ECO function

Used to enter the energy efficient mode.
Under cooling mode, press this button, the
remote controller will adjust the temperature
automatically to 24°C, fan speed of Auto to
save energy(but only if the set temperature

is less than 24°C). If the set temperature is
above 24°C , press the ECO button, the fan
speed will change to Auto, the set temperature
will remain unchanged.

NOTE:

® Pressing the ECO button, or modifying the
mode or adjusting the set temperature to
less than 24°C will stop ECO operation.

® Under ECO operation, the set temperature
should be 24°C or more. it may result in
insufficient cooling. If you feel uncomfortable,
just press the ECO button again to stop it.

SWING function

Swing Button
Used to stop or start horizontal louver auto
swing feature.

DIRECT Button
(not applicable to model RG57K7(B)BGEF)

Used to set the desired up/down air flow
direction. The louver changes 6 degree in
angle for each press.
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
